Medieval Diary Project

Middle Ages Character: __________________________

For this project, you will research what life would be like if you lived during the Middle Ages. You will write a diary as this character. This diary will be historical fiction (based on fact, but made up entirely by you.)

1. Write a diary using the first person (I). Choose a name, approximate age, and a family for yourself. Choose a symbol that will represent you and a year of your life. (between 1100 -1300) 

2. Include at least 5 entries of 75-100 words each. Date each entry with the day, month, and year.

3. Include lots of description of your daily life. Focus your entries on actual events that could have happened to you as this character; for example, job, holidays, church activities, planting, harvesting. sorrow, war, etc. Mention other characters in your life. Include interdependence, family, and friends. Include 3 historical references, with specific dates. 

4. Include a variety of seasons in your entries. Think about what would happen at different times of the year: for example; holidays, farming, activities, weather, etc.

5. Use vocabulary and wording characteristic to the Middle Ages. (joust, suitor, solar, forenoon, vespers, 29th day of February, etc) this will make your diary sound authentic.

6. Make your diary look authentic. Incorporate old English lettering or calligraphy in your dairy.

7. Keep a research journal to record information and sketches as you read about life in the Middle Ages. 

8. Submit a bibliography to show the sources you used for this project. Use your guideline sheet for the correct form.
