3. Make an appointment and tell your subject about the topic of the interview.





During the interview, tape record or write down everything the subject tells you.





Writing and typing the interview:


Title: Size 12, Bold, Center


Text: Size 10, Left (may decrease size, if necessary to fit text to the box)





Type Question, followed by a colon, and then the question.


Enter.


Then type the person’s name, followed by a colon, and then the answer.





Double space to show an introduction, body, and conclusion for your article.
