V O C A B U L A R Y 

Whole Number—the set of positive (and negative) numbers 

Which includes 0.

Examples of whole numbers are 0, 1, 2, 3, 4, 5. 6, 7….138;
 2, 487;   5, 

370, 438…

Integer—the set of positive numbers and their opposites, including 

zero.

Examples of integers:
+18; -18, 0, +5; - 5; +34;  -34; -21; +9

Variable—A letter of the alphabet in an expression (or equation)

which represents an unknown value.

Examples of variables: 7n
2v
x – 2  

(the letters n, v and x are variables in the expressions above)

Expression—A mathematical sentence which is made up of 

numbers, variables or both numbers and variables.  An expression does not have an equal sign.

Examples of expressions:
8 + 2;   
356 x 7;
9a;
m – 6

Equation—A mathematical sentence which has an equal sign.  Both

values on the left and the right side of the equal sign are equivalent.

Examples of equations:
8 + 2
= 10;

356 x 7 =  2,492
10 + r = 27
