Number Line Activity
In this activity, students will manually order integers on a number line. 

Materials


• stack of index cards, each card folded in half


• 6 ft. cord strung between two chairs at the front of the classroom


• student worksheet

Procedure

1. At the front of the classroom, tie the ends of a rope or cord between two chairs. This suspended line represents a number line.

2. Hand out student work sheet (entitled “Ordering Integers on a Number Line”) to each student.

3. Instruct students to fold index cards in half.

4. Beginning with whole numbers, students will write the whole numbers from the student worksheet on the folded index cards.

5. The teacher will then call on students to come up and place their index cards on the cord, or number line.

6. Students will move the index cards as necessary, to make corrections and ensure that the whole numbers are in the correct order.

7. Upon completion of the whole numbers number line activity, students will create index cards for integers and expressions. They will place these on the number line as well.

8. Manipulating and physically constructing a number line of integers and expressions is a kinesthetic and interactive way to teach this content.
