
Of Mice and Men: The Complete Project

Directions: Choose 3 projects from the list below.  You may need the Internet, a computer or posterboard.  If you have any questions or needs, please see me.  Follow the directions for each project carefully.  You will have some class time to work on it.  

Project 1: Relationships

· Identify the most important relationship in your life.

· Make a list of what makes this relationship special.

· Predict how your life would be different if the relationship did not happen or if it ended.

· OPTIONAL: How this relationship affects your decisions or interferes with your freedom (This may not apply to some)

· On posterboard, include a picture of this person and create a design using these items above.  Make sure each item is represented. (This could be sections, a web outline, bulleted statements, or your own design).

Project 2: Essay

· Write an essay, in which, you identify the reasons that George kills Lennie.

· Predict what might have happened to Lennie if George had not killed him.

· Discuss whether killing someone as a act of mercy, or for some other “good” reason is ever right / justified.

· This essay should have an introduction, 2-3 paragraph body and a conclusion.  Make sure to use transition words.

Project 3: Design and Create a New Book Cover for the Novel

· This new cover can be drawn or computer generated.

· You must write a 1-2 paragraph explanation of the cover that explains what it represents and how it fits with the book.

· This must be on posterboard*. Make sure you include the explanation with the cover and decorate it nicely.

Project 4: Healthy Living

· Research what Americans had to eat during this era.

· Create a menu for a family, for a week.

· If you have not already done a project on posterboard, then this needs to be on posterboard.  You may do the menu in a graph design or bulleted statements.

Project 5: Music

· Find a song that represents one of the characters in the novel.

· Make a copy of the lyrics.

· Write 1-2 paragraphs to explain how the character and the song fit together. Make sure this is stated very clearly.

· If you have not already done a project on posterboard, then this needs to be on posterboard and decorated nicely.

Project 6: Epilogue

· An epilogue is extra information at the end of the story to tell a reader about the character’s future.

· Write an epilogue to the novel, to suggest what happens to George after Lennie dies. (How is George different?, Is he alone?, Does he need or care for others?, etc.).

· The epilogue must be 1-2 pages in length, typed with 12pt. font and one inch margins.

Project 7: Flier

· Design and produce a flier.

· It has to list legal, medical, educational and / or religious services available to the people who suffer from homelessness, mental disability, discrimination OR migrant workers.

· This only has to be one page but designed and created entirely by you.

Project 8: Editorial  (Opinion Article)

· An editorial is simply an article stating your opinion on a topic (sometimes controversial).

· Write an editorial concerning the plight of one group of the underprivileged in the United States today (homeless, discriminated people, disabled, etc.).

· Must be at least 2-3 paragraphs in length.  Editorial sections are easy to find in Sunday newspapers, if you need extra help or ideas.  This must be written entirely by you.

Projects requiring posterboard:

· If you are doing more that one project that requires posterboard, just pick one to do on the posterboard, and type out the rest regularly.

· If you need help getting posterboard - See Me!

· Remember:  If you have any questions - Ask!
