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  Shakespeare Activity


Objectives:

· Students will complete and pass a quiz on Act 1 of Julius Caesar.
· Students will demonstrate specific knowledge of the play and its characters.
· Students will participate in an activity about Shakespearian insults called “Dissing Shakespeare”.
· Students will become familiar with the Shakespearian type of language.

Standards Addressed:

· ELA Standard 2: Students will, read, write, listen and speak for literary response and expression.
· ELA Standard 3: Students will read, write, listen and speak for critical analysis and evaluation.

Materials:

Quiz for Act 1 of Julius Caesar, pen, “Dissing Shakespeare” activity sheet, paper.


Motivation:

· Students will be allowed to study with a partner for 5 minutes before the quiz.  This will help students feel more confident about their knowledge.

· For the “Dissing Shakespeare” activity students will receive class participation credit for sharing their “best” Shakespearian insult.  Class participation is a good way to raise their averages.

Procedures:

1. Students will review information & questions with a partner for 5 minutes.

2. Students will close all books and folders and store them underneath the chairs.

3. Teacher will distribute the quiz and review the directions with the class.

4. Students will complete the quiz independently.

5. When a student is finished, he or she will hand in the quiz, and work on the Julius Caesar crossword puzzle from Friday (the puzzle may be done for homework and turned in tomorrow if it is not completed).

6. After all quizzes are accounted for, students will receive the “Dissing Shakespeare” activity.

7. Following the directions, the students will choose one word from each of the three columns of insults.  When the three are chosen put them into a sentence.  The sentence must start with “Thou art a…” and not be directed to anyone in particular.

8. Students will complete three sentences following the directions given.

9. Each student will be required to share one “insult” with the class, the most creative, for class participation credit. (More than one can be shared if there is extra time).


Summary:  

This quiz, in part, will be used to evaluate students’ knowledge of Act 1 of Julius Caesar.  The other activity, “Dissing Shakespeare” is a fun way for students to relax after the quiz and get to know Shakespearian language.


Evaluation & Monitoring:

· Act 1 Julius Caesar quiz (90% passing rate).  Questions are worth 10pts each.
· Participation in “Dissing Shakespeare” activity.  Class participation is recorded on the seating chart daily.

Assignment/Homework:

The Julius Caesar crossword puzzle may be done for homework and turned in tomorrow if it is not completed.


Educational Modifications:

· Teacher will review written directions orally.

· Some students require separate testing environments, extra time and/or having the test read aloud because of I.E.P’s/ 504 plans.  Contact Consultant teacher prior to date of quiz to make special arrangements.

· Teacher will touch base during the test with students who may be having difficulty with the play.  This is to clarify any questions they might have about the quiz.
