Writing a Eulogy

In class, we have studied the eulogies for Julius Caesar, Yitzhak Rabin and Martin Luther King.  For this assignment you must write a eulogy for a real person that was in your life.  (If it is a real person it will sound more believable).

What is a Eulogy?


It is a great piece of writing used to entertain people about a person’s life, to acknowledge people who have passed away and acknowledge them in a special way.  Eulogies are usually read at funerals.  They provide information about the deceased person including personal quotes or stories, but most of all with the love that the reader had and always will have for that person.

Consider:

· The eulogy can be serious or humorous

· Your audience must be able to understand what you are “saying” (writing)

· Provide memories / details about the person

· Recognize the person for who they were / what they did. Do not make up things about the person.

· It must be a positive eulogy (please no negative attitudes!!)

The Assignment:

You must write a eulogy about a real person that was in your life and has passed away (see me if you are lucky and this is a problem).  It could be a grandparent, other family member or a friend.  It must be one page long, preferably typed, with correct spelling and grammar.  From your writing, I should be able to get a sense of what this person is like.
