

· There will be 4 assigned groups of 4-5 students in each group.

· Two groups will be assigned to research on the position for cloning and two groups will research on the position against cloning. Arguments will be first prepared using Power Point (60 points), then presented in debate-style (40 points).
· Power Point slides should include:

· Title Page (5 points):
· Position on cloning

· All group member names

· Class period

· Slides (50 points):

· 5 arguments that support your position & include an example of each. Ex. Bring back extinct species- Dinosaurs in Jurassic Park. Arguments should be brief on slides- be prepared to defend & elaborate your arguments during the debate (25 points).
· At least 2 different media examples, one movie and one news article (within the last year), to support position (5 points).

· 2 arguments that refute opposing side. Ex. Although cloning can provide you a new spleen, the spleen may fail in your body (10 points).

· Due to time constraints, limit your electronic resources to the ones we have provided. Use at least 3 sites. Cite your information! (10 points).

· Have fun & be creative with your slides!
