How to Write a Formal Lab Report
A formal lab report is required after performing any laboratory experiment.  You will be given lab worksheets to perform experiments and will then use these worksheets to write or type up a formal lab report which will be graded according to the rubric in your notebook. Neatness, grammar, and adhering to the format will all contribute to your lab report grade.  Please follow the format below which will walk you through, step by step, to ensure success while writing your formal lab report.
1. TTMS Heading on loose-leaf or computer paper only- or you can create a separate title page.
2. Title of the lab
3. State the problem or question being asked.
4. State your hypothesis or educated guess/answer to the problem.
5. List all of the materials used.
6. List all of the steps in the procedure.
7. Include all charts, tables, graphs and other data. 
8. State your conclusion:  this must answer the   problem stated in #3 and include if you proved or disproved your hypothesis.  It should also include the answers to all questions posed.  Make sure you also state the knowledge gained.
