Pride and Prejudice Project

Throughout Pride and Prejudice, Austen makes many statements about personal relationships. Whether it is a relationship between sisters, parent and child, cousins, husband and wife, or love interests, the intricacies of the relationships are significant statements by the author.  While many of these relationships are emblematic of the time in which Austen wrote, several elements of the relationships still ring true today. It is this mixture of historic relevance and the timeless nature of human behavior that makes these relationships interesting and relevant today. 

Choose ONE of the relationships in the novel

Explore the historic relevance of the relationship.  (What statements about the time are being made by the Austen)

Explore the enduring nature of the relationship. How does it compare to relationships today. How might the nature of this relationship still be relevant today (even if some of the details vary…could the reasons behind the behavior be the same today?)

Create a presentation where you highlight your findings

One piece of the presentation must highlight the historical component and include “historical” material (the book…quotes…other writings of Austen etc.). The other piece of the presentation must show the enduring nature of the relationship. You must utilize one piece of modern technology to highlight your findings.  

(I am being purposely vague because I want you to be creative…)
THINK ABOUT:

Picture diary/ written diary/ series of text messages/ e-mails/ written letters/ presentation/ musical piece/ drawings/ etc.

Presentation must be 5-10 minutes long (no longer) and include:

Historical relevance

Modern implications

Text from the story

Component of technology

In addition, everyone must hand in a one page personal reflection of the relationship. (Look at the questions you answered etc….)

What characterizes the relationship?  Who has the power? Why? What does each participant give to the relationship? Take from it? How do they communicate?  Etc.
