











Penguins keep their eggs warm and safe by keeping them on top of their feet. While we are outside, carry your egg around on top of your feet. You cannot use your hands, only your feet.











The young of mammals grow and develop inside the female, inside the fluid-filled placenta. Using a water filled baggie to represent this, carry your young around with you when we go outside. You may use any method of carrying your young or article of clothing to simulate this.














Alligators keep their eggs safe and warm by building nests over them. When we go outside, use the materials provided to build a nest for your egg, and protect it.











The young of mammals grow and develop inside the female, inside the fluid-filled placenta. You will be using a water-filled baggie to represent this. How safe would the baby be if the mother were attacked or injured? Simulate this by dropping your “placenta” and “baby” when we get outside.














Many animals like frogs and fish lay eggs and provide no care. When we go outside, leave your egg unattended on the ground. Do not stay by it, but wander away from it.














Temperature is very important for a developing animal. Many birds keep their eggs warm enough by brooding (gently sitting) over them. When we go outside, build a nest with the provided materials and brood over it.
