Instructions

Each group is responsible for selecting a character that will be “followed” by the paparazzi because of a certain event or action that has caused them to become sensationalized.  The character that each group has decided to focus on will appear in their magazine, whose title will be cleverly decided upon by the group.  Each group member has a special role to play in providing the public the much needed information (i.e. gossip) that they want.  The group will decide who will fill each role, and what should appear in the article.  At the end of the process, each group will think of the essential questions provided, and will share their “answers” during the presentation component. 
Roles

1. Paparazzi: This person is responsible for compiling photographs of the character “in the act”.  These photos can be taken from existing magazines or newspapers (provided by all group members), found on the internet, or created.  The photos should accurately depict the character(s). A written component will include an explanation of why specific photos were selected as well as a description of the process. 
2. Writer: The writer is responsible for composing the actual article text. With help from the group, the writer will construct a story about the character based on actual happenings in the literary text, but in the style of today’s gossip magazines. For examples of such articles, students can refer to actual magazines in print or online. www.people.com is a good resource for this. 
3. Editor: This person is in charge for bringing it all together. Using the computer or hands-on creativity, the editor will create the tangible object itself: the article.  The written component that this person is responsible for submitting is a description of the creative process that he/she underwent.  What worked? What did not work? How did the text and visuals tie together to represent the “celebrity” (character)? 
4. Presenter: At the end of the activity, the presenter of each group will share with the rest of the class what their group found, created, and learned. Each presentation should take approximately 5 minutes, and there will be time following for each group to circulate and view the articles created by each group. When showcasing their group’s end product, the presenter will share:
· the title of the magazine and article that the group came up with

· the character of focus

· why they selected the character

· what the paparazzi was able to find

· what the article says
