Teacher Notes:
Please use the examples from the students in my classes to see how the lesson pans out.  They are found on page three. 

The students will write their examples of whether Romeo and Juliet should tell their parents that they are getting married (side 1 of worksheet) or that they should not tell their parents that they are getting married (side 2 of worksheet) on their own chart using their knowledge of “Romeo and Juliet” and their copy of the play.  Therefore, they will be using background knowledge and locating information in a text.  For this, teachers can use the SMART Notebook presentation on page one to record the students’ answers.
They can use the worksheet chart to fill in the answers they found from the textbook and for their background knowledge.  

The students will then come up with a class list on the SMART Board together.

The students will then debate their points to see who has a better defense for their side’s argument.  Divide the class into two groups.  One side of the class will try to prove that Romeo and Juliet should tell their parents, the other side should try to prove that Romeo and Juliet should NOT tell their parents.  
The point will go to the side that has the best defense for their point.  Teachers can utilize the SMART Notebook presentation on page two to record the tally marks.
The worksheet found in the support materials can be copied and handed out as a double-sided assignment for students to record their answers and be accountable for the material.
