The writer pays close attention to
the title and a beginning that draws
the reader in.

Develops a controlling idea that
conveys a perspective on the
subject

Writes with a specific focus in mind.

Attempts to answer a question and
gives the piece a main idea

Creates an organizing structure
appropriate to a perspective on
the subject

Organize the report by grouping
ideas and at times may take the
persona of the report’s main
characters
