Homeroom Policies

During Morning Homeroom…

· Wait at the classroom entrance before entering the classroom.

· Once you enter the classroom, take your assigned seat for attendance.

· Taken during homeroom in homeroom every morning after morning announcements.
· All students are checked for dress code (see Scholars’ Academy Policies).

· Late Passes 

· Must be completed (if late) or you risk being marked absent.  

· One half goes to Ms. Carracio; I keep the other half. 

· Absent notes and excuses must be handed in during homeroom and put in the attendance folder (given to Ms. Carracio). 
· Closets and Closet Monitors 

· 1 boy and 1 girl closet with 1 monitor for each respective closet

· Personal belongings may not be left in the closets overnight.  Closets are not locked and you risk losing your belongings if you do so.

· Closet monitors are responsible for clearing trash from shelves and the floor of the closets.

· During the day, you may NOT enter the classroom to retrieve forgotten materials for other classes.

· Do NOT leave belongings in table cubbies.

· “Homeroom homework” (i.e. permission slips, blue cards)

· Must be handed to me during morning homeroom.  

· Lining up

· Chairs must be pushed in; trash removed from table and cubbies (table leaders responsiblity)

· The students in the front of the line must stay 3 feet behind the doorway entrance (for safety purposes). NO student should be in the hallway unless dismissed by the teacher

At Lunch… 

· Bags/Binders/Book may be left neatly at the class tables.  Grab your lunch/lunch money and line up at the exit door.

· Expect that the classroom doors will be locked after leaving the classroom.  You will not be able to retrieve belongings after leaving for lunch.

· Sit at our assigned homeroom table. Throw away all trash/food when you have finished eating. 

· Remain at the lunch table until I or a designated teacher picks you up.  The table and floor must clean of trash and food (table leaders responsibility). 

While Walking in the Hallways…

· Line leaders are responsible for keeping their peers quiet and polite in the front of the line. I will maintain the back on the line.

· Behavior:

· Quite at all times/minimum conversation

· Stay on the right side of the hallway in two lines

· Stop before every door, top/bottom of stairs until the teacher give you permission to go

· “Please” and “Thank You” to any student/staff/administrator who holds a door for you

During Afternoon Homeroom/Dismissal… 
· Handouts/Mail

· Check your mailbox for Scholars’ Academy notices everyday.

· Mailbox monitor will alert students of new mail and those students who fail to retrieve mail

· Closet 

· Must be emptied and closed

· Table leaders must make sure their peers have cleaned the desks and cubbies of trash 

· Table leaders must make sure all chairs are on their respective tables

· Monday-Thursday: You will walk independently to extended day arts/AIS. Maintain proper hallway behavior.

· Friday: We will walk together as a class to the cafeteria for bus dismissal. 

Monitors:
· Closet (2) – maintain cleanliness of the closet; doors should be closed upon dismissal from the classroom; student belongings must be removed during afternoon homeroom

· Recycling (2) – must empty recycling bin(s) into common recycling bin when full. 

· Mailbox – Alert homeroom students at new mail arrivals; alert students who fail to retrieve mail.
