	Excellent: The split diorama comprehensively and accurately depicts the lives of humans during the Old Stone Age and the New Stone Age. The written information compares and contrasts the two halves of the diorama. Most similarities or differences noted are apparent by viewing the diorama.

	Good: The split diorama adequately depicts the lives of humans during the Old and New Stone Age, but could be more creative. For the most part, the written information compares and contrasts the two halves of the diorama. Similarities or differences noted are apparent by viewing the diorama.

	D
	Fair: The diorama depicts the lives of humans during the Old Stone Age and the New Stone Age, but the information is minimal and there are inaccuracies. The written information simply describes the diorama, but does not compare and contrast.

	Poor: The diorama is poor and has so many inaccuracies. It is impossible to tell if it depicts the lives of humans during the Old Stone Age or the New Stone Age. There is little or no written information about the diorama.
