Reading Assignments

There are limited copies of this novel available to you.  Your reading shall be done in class.  If you are unable to complete the reading during class, then you must use the copy that is on reserve in the library.  On reserve means that it is kept at the circulation desk and may only be read within the library during a particular period or during homework club on Tuesdays and Thursdays.

Your thoughts and writings will be a significant portion of your grade for our study of this book.  Accordingly, all notes and activities need to be kept together and be readily accessible should they be asked for on any given class day.

You will be reading one section per day of class time – the first 10-15 minutes of each class will be devoted to reviewing the prior day’s reading, the remainder of class will be spent reading and writing about the next day’s work.

1) Respond to the title and 1st page.  This activity will be handed in.
2) Read each section of the book.  (There are 6 in Part One and 5 in Part Two.)  For each section keep a log of your perceptions and perspectives on significant scenes and elements that will allow you to analyze Mersault’s attitude toward the various events he does and does not participate in.  You should end with approximately 20 entries – 10 for each part of the novel.  You will need to decide which issues are significant and what you want to make of them.
3) You will complete your study of Part One by Tuesday, November 25th.  At that point you will hand in your log. All quotes should be written out fully and completely with appropriate page numbers.  All responses should be well thought out ideas which are fully and clearly explored in complete sentences. 
4) You will complete your study of Part Two by Friday, December 5th.  Your completed quote logs (both parts) will be due at that time.  All quotes should be written out fully and completely with appropriate page numbers.  All responses should be well thought out ideas which are fully and clearly explored in complete sentences.
