The Stranger

Group News Project 

VIDEO VERSION - Select one event from The Stranger and dramatize the evening “news” coverage for this moment in the novel. Segues in and out of your news story should be included, as should at least one appropriate advertisement.  Video versions of this project should be edited to between 4-7 minutes.  

WEBSITE VERSION - If your group decides to construct the newspaper version of these events, then the same stipulations apply.  The main copy of the article must have an appropriate headline and picture. 

BOTH VERSIONS


You will have:

1) A major news story based on a significant event in the plot of the play or Mersault’s character development.

2) An editorial on what the story may mean in terms of character development AND Kohlberg.

3) At least two smaller, yet related stories.

4) At least one advertisement

Be sure you analyze the implications the event may have on your understanding of Mersault within that context and within an understanding of KOHLBERG.  (This means you’ll actually have a news story and an editorial commentary/article relating to the events.)
For this project, be sure you focus on creating a cohesive and creative piece of work that maintains the integrity of analyzing the novel.  Be careful not to get so lost in the “fun” portion that you end up losing sight of the larger issue of text analysis.
