Students will come prepared to ask you specific questions about your occupation, how you prepared for it, and what you hope to do in the career field in the future. To help you prepare for the students’ worksite visit, you might want to gather the following information. Please encourage students to ask questions.    Thanks

1. Brief description of the job:

a. General nature of the work, tasks, activities, responsibilities

b. Example of typical work day

c. Other occupations available in this career field

2. Description of work setting, working conditions

3. Requirements for the job:

a. Personal qualification, skills, and abilities

b. Previous experience – including pertinent volunteer or part-time experience

c. Training and education necessary – length of time, where obtained, entrance requirements.

d. Licensing, unions, and professional memberships

4. Job satisfaction:

a. What do you like most about your job?

b. What do you like least about your job?

5. School courses that are relevant to this job/career

6. Earnings and promotions:

a. Beginning level

b. Average salary range, benefits

7. Employment outlook: 

a. Present and future

b. In-State

c. Out-of-State

8. Ways in which students can prepare for this career now:

a. Relevant work experience – volunteer or part-time jobs

b. Courses in school
c. Other
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Here are the “nuts and bolts” of the Collaborative School/Business Partnership Celebration between  MACROBUTTON  ApplyListBullet "Name of Teacher" ‘s  MACROBUTTON  AppMinimize "Grade Number" grade class and  MACROBUTTON  ActivateObject "Name of Restaurant" . Students have been working at  MACROBUTTON  ActivateObject "Name of Restaurant"  in groups of 8 since October. They have learned the occupations associated with the three major work areas of the restaurant’s operation.
1. Front End (Cashier, Host/Hostess, Waiter/Waitress, etc.)

2. Salad Prep

3. Food Prep (Cook, Chief, Helper)

They have worked with  MACROBUTTON  AppMove Number  staff members, including owners/managers  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChangesInDoc "Name of Owner/manager" , to learn both occupational and workforce preparation skills and have worked in small groups back in the classroom to teach each other and reinforce the skills that they’ve learned.  MACROBUTTON  ApplyListBullet "Name of Teacher"  has integrated how the students have observed the subject matter they are learning being used at the worksite into the work being done in the subject matter areas in the classroom. (i.e. Math problems include examples from inventory, invoices, customer meal checks, etc. , food and equipment safety in Health and Science, and customer service and communication skills in English and social Studies.)
At  MACROBUTTON  ActivateObject "Name of Restaurant"  on  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChangesShown Date  at  MACROBUTTON  AcceptChangesSelected Time , students will begin preparing food and setting up the dining room, for the celebration of learning, that their parents will be attending and they will be serving. At  MACROBUTTON  AcceptChangesSelected Time . That program is attached for you reference. Students will be presenting   MACROBUTTON  ActivateObject "Name of Restaurant"  staff with a pictorial plaque, 500 colorful youth menus they created (black and white masters will be given to  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChangesInDoc "Name of Owner/manager" , so they can have more duplicates as they wish), and a luncheon and dinner menu done in Braille which is something they don’t have. They’ve also written a song that expresses what they have learned.
