



Using Citation Maker
1. Click on Internet Explorer.  In the URL box at the top of the screen, type

       www.oslis.k12.or.us.  Select  Secondary?How to at top of page.  Under


Citing Sources, click on Citation Maker.

2. To create a bibliography, select the type of source you want to cite as indicated

at the left of the screen and type in the required information in the to the right.

be sure to save each citation entered.

3. When you have finished entering all your citations, click on Show My Citations

at the top of the page.

4. Highlight your citations and right click your mouse.  Select copy.

5.   Exit  Citation Maker.  Open Microsoft Word,  right click the mouse.  Select

paste.

6. Arrange you citations in alphabetical order,  using the first letter of the first

word in each citation.

7. Be sure to type your name and mod at the top of the page and the word 

Bibliography centered above your citations.

      8.   Print your bibliography.
