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Part I: Heart Parts

1.) Label the parts of the heart, the list should include left atrium, right atrium, pulmonary valve, tricuspid valve, right ventricle, left ventricle, inferior vena cave, superior vena cava, aorta, and pulmonary arteries and the septum. 

2.) What is the function of each of the following?

Tricuspid valve –  a heart valve that control the flow of blood from the right atrium to the right ventricle
Pulmonary valve – a heart valve that controls the flow of blood from the left atrium to the left ventricle
Aorta – oxygenated blood comes through from the left ventricle to go through the body
Inferior and Superior vena cava’s – deoxygenated blood into the right atrium from the vena cava’s

Right atrium – receives oxygen poor blood
Left ventricle – sends oxygen rich blood to the aorta and then through the body
Part II: Narrated Tour

Click on the narrated tour above the picture of the heart.

Watch the narrated tour and take note on how the blood is traveling through the heart, repeat the clip if you are not sure of the parts of the heart and where the blood is flowing too. 

Part III: Animated Heart
Click on the animated heart icon above the picture of the heart. 

Now that you know the parts of the heart and have watched the narrated tour, watch the clip of the animated heart and how the blood travels through.  Trace the path of the blood and write down where it starts and where it ends.  Try to do it without the help of the narrated tour, if you get stuck, you may go back to it. Use two different colors to represent oxygenated and deoxygenated blood. The pathway is started for you
