Animal Research Project

Due Date:  May 5, 2005

Overview:  You have just finished reading “The Trumpet of the Swan” by E.B. White and have learned about the trumpet swan.  This project’s purpose is to research an animal so others can learn from your research.

Project Goal:  To produce a visually appealing pamphlet that provides information about your researched animal.

Instructions:  

1.  Select an animal that you don’t know much about and would like to know more on.     No two students may have an animal from the same continent or body of water.  Check with your teacher so duplicates are avoided.

2.  You must get information from each of the following sources:  the online encyclopedias, library books, and pre-approved Internet sites to gather research for your pamphlet (located on the library website.)

**You must record the works cited information for each source in proper MLA format**

3.  Gather information on the animal using the worksheet provided.

4.  Find pictures of the researched animal to be placed on the front of the pamphlet.  (**MUST BE CITED IN MLA FORMAT**)

5.  Create a rough draft of the pamphlet to organize and plan where the information will go.

6.  Use the computer lab time to finish gathering any needed information, formatting of pamphlet, and drafting of the pamphlet.

7.  Follow the PRINTSHOP INSTRUCTIONS SHEET to create your pamphlet.

Computer Lab Plans

Objective:  To create a visually attractive pamphlet using the information students have gathered during research.

Procedure:  

1.  Follow the attached Printshop instructions to guide students to the layout of pamphlet.

2.  Walk students through a practice 1st page


-To edit any section simply double click on it

1st page


-Headline:  This should be replace with the name of the animal researched.


-Picture:  This needs to be replaced with a picture of the animal.


-Text:  1st page text needs to be replace with a summary of the animal and your research.

2nd & 3rd pages 

-First you must go to insert and click on the text block


-Next, stretch text block to fill full page, which is shown by the dotted border.  (*Anything outside dotted line will not be printed.)

2nd & 3rd page should be mainly text.  You may insert additional pictures to enhance the information you have found during your research.

*Make sure students save every 5-10 minutes.

How to insert a picture:


-If student has already saved the image, then go to insert then insert the image.


-Next, you will have to open the place you saved the image 

(Ex: documents)

-If you have not saved the picture you can find the image and then click and hold, then drag the image onto your pamphlet.
**Remember you MUST cite the picture using MLA format.
