	Open Paint
	Paint has the ability to create, copy and change the scale for editing.
	You will find Paint under accessories.

	You can draw objects. Fill in with the ‘paint can’, change colors of lines, objects  and background.
	Select an object with the select tool and go to Image to flip to rotate, scew or stretch. Learn how to calculate the degree of rotation
	Make sure you “select” the image or portion of the paper you want to change before it will allow you to use the window choices.

	Use pencil. paint brush and spray paint to create a hand drawn look.
	Select pencil and select the color by clicking on the color you want. It will show in the top box.
	If your line doesn’t show, see if your pencil color is the same as the background.

	You can also make a straight line or a curved line by clicking and dragging. 
	Remember, for a perfectly straight line you must hold the shift key down. 
	For a curved line, click and drag to an end, then with the mouse go back over a place on the line and click and drag until you have your curve. 

	Try ‘paint brush’ and ‘spray can’ to get some textured surfaces.
	Click twice on the icon to get other choices.
	

	Learn how regular shapes work.
	If you want to make a perfect shape, like a circle, hold the shift key down.
	Understand your three choices, transparent, opaque white and opaque color choice.  These will pop up when you select the shape.

	Want to write a word? Click on the letter A and click open a text box on your artwork.
	Change the font and size. 
	Select and move the box before you click off it. You may have to repair some color areas.

	Editing may be needed. You can change colors pixel by pixel.
	Use the magnifying tool to enlarge for easier editing. 
	Click on the magnifying tool and choose to return to the regular window.

	Save your work!
	Save your work, change your work and then save to a new picture file, repeat. Use the changes to sequence the movement.
	Create new files by using the title and adding a, b, c etc. Plan an organized system to remember what you have done.
