	Log onto the computer and open up Movie maker on XP
	Save a short cut button on your desktop. 
	You will find it in accessories.

	Under file click on new project.
	
	

	Under tasks, you are ready to import pictures into your collections. 
	All the pictures that you use should be included in your collections folder.
	Haven’t made your pictures yet? Learn About Paint. See handout.

	Import your pictures by clicking on the Import Pictures under Capture Video. The Import File window will open. Browse, Select, Import.
	Browse and select picture(s). Click on the first one and then hold the shift key down and click on the last picture, all will be selected.
	Didn’t work, go back, try again or import one at a time. 

	Click and drag into the storyboard below
	You can repeat images in a pattern or even in a row.  Try selecting all using the click first image, hold down shift key and click last image, then drag altogether into storyboard.
	Make sure you are in storyboard, not timeline.

Try the play arrow and see a preview. Make sure you click on the first slide to see the whole thing. 

	Ready for an effect? Under Edit Movie click on Video Effects and check them out.
	See what the effect is by playing the screen on the right side of the desktop.. When you want to use one drag it down to your clip over the star. 
	Don’t like your effect after all? Click on the slide and do Edit ‘Undo Add Effect’

	Transitions go between the slides, Look them over and add one or two to your movie.
	Remember that the transition can cut into the slide visibility.
	

	Add titles and credits by selecting the Make Titles & Credits under Edit Movie. Enter Text
	Text can go before, on or after the slide images. You can change font, and color and size.
	Don’t overdo the credits. It should compliment the movie, not upstage it. 

	Are you happy? Have a friends look it over for comment.
	Take any good ideas and add it to your movie. Use you own ‘best judgment’. 
	Check with the teacher.

	Click on finish movie, save to computer  Name it, browse to find Public Folder, Mrs. Hartman
