 1. This is a  picture of the  djembe drum . It is made in Mali. The drum rhythm is preformed at an evening of celebrations for the women. Also, it is hit by the hand that is how it produces a noise. ( 1 )
2. The Darbuka drum is played in North Africa. It is hour-glass or goblet shaped. The hallow body of the drum is made of ceramic, pottery, wood, or metal with synthenic skin. ( 3 )
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   3. The udu drum is originally from Nigeria. It was used by women to play ceremonial music. It is made from porous clay or stoneware. ( 4 ) 

The tama drum is also called the talking drum. It is a small drum with strings connected to the drumheads which can change pitch of the drum. It is held under the arm and played with a hand or a stick. ( 5 ) 

Goal Two: Choose two drums you are especially interested in and research them in depth. This means you will write down as many facts as possible about those two drums. Include pictures (please don’t forget to put the number of the web site next to each fact) and as many facts as you can about the drums. Look up materials used to make it, how it is played, and how it is used, and what areas of Africa use that kind of drum. 
1. This is the djembe drum. It is played at many celebrations of the full moon and spring summer and winter harvesting times. It is also played at weddings and baptisms for the women. People in Mali play the djembe drum. Dancing is the most popular entertainment while various rhythms and beats are played on the djembe drum. They are hand made by a tree trunk into a vase like shape. TO produce sound  on the djembe drum you strike the drum with your hand.(1)
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 2.  This is the udu drum. It is a vessel drum from the Igbo people of Nigeria. It was a water jug with a hole through it played by women at ceremonies. It is made of a thin clay mixed with metal fillings. Although many udu’s are made from stone ware or porous clay. It is played with a hand or a foam paddle. (4) 
Goal Three: You will use your research to write a one page essay about African Drums. You will want to include several pieces. 

1. The importance of drums in the African cultures and some of the reasons and different uses they have for drums. 

2. The different kinds of drums you found and how they are different and similar from each other. 

3. Two in-depth paragraphs about the two drums you were specifically interested in and studied. 

4. Finally a conclusion 

This makes a total of 5 paragraphs for your essay. We will map this essay out using Inspiration before you begin the writing process. 

Goal Four: You will choose one of the two models you especially liked and create a model of it the best you can. Once you have chosen a traditional African drum as a model, you can build your own drum. You may want to use items such as buckets, cans, or cartons for the body of your drum. For the head you may want to use cloth, plastic or paper. Consider these questions as you think about making your drum. 

1. How will you attach the head of the drum to the body? 

2. Is one side of the drum open or are both sides covered? (you will need to learn this in your research) 

3. How will you strike the drum? (learn this also in your research, some you shrike with your hand while others you strike with a stick) 

Goal Five: Working in groups set up by Mrs. Weems you will create PowerPoint prevention about African drums to present to the class. These slides will include information from your research as well as pictures and sounds if you can incorporate them. Each group will present their PowerPoint to the class. Each student MUST participate in some form in making the slides and each student MUST be prepared to speak at some point during the presentation.
